     And Miscellaneous Information 
 

1. Adult Supervision- All entries 
that include children must have 
adequate adult supervision.  
(approximately 1 adult to 8 kids). 

2. Alcoholic Beverages-Alcohol is 
strictly prohibited in the staging 
area and during the parade. 

3. Animals- All animals units must 
provide their own clean-up. 

4. Bikes- Two wheelers only.  All 
riders must be at least 6 years old. 

5. Candy- For the safety of everyone 
and also to limit trash problems, 
please follow these candy rules:    
Wrapped candy only and have at 
least one walker on each side of 
the street. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
6. Changing Facility- Sorry there are 

no changing facilities. 
7. Drivers- all motorized vehicles must 

be operated by individuals who are 
properly licensed.  Make sure 
everyone is seated or in a secure 
position before moving.  The 
weather is usually hot and the parade 
pace is slow, make sure your vehicle 
can tolerate these conditions. 

8. Drop off area: The drop off for 
participants is on Pleasant Street-(St. 
Michaels School’s Parking Lot)see 
map. No parking at drop off. 

9. Floats- 
�  No drivers or other riders may be 

concealed inside the float. 
�  Exhaust pipes must extend a 

minimum of 8” beyond decorations. 
�  Everyone must be seated or stand 

next to a secure post. 
�  Everyone must be positioned so they 

can readily exit without having to 
use tools or keys. 

�  Decorations must not interfere with 
the driver’s view of the route. 

 
 

 
10. Groups- Large groups should 

plan to ride on a single flat-bed 
truck, not in individual cars. 

11. Open Flame-No open flame or 
smoking allowed on or near floats. 

12. Parking- Only float vehicles in 
the parade will be allowed in the 
parade staging area.  Local streets 
will be available for participants. 

13. Signs- Please identify your entry. 
14. Toilets- Toilets will be available 

at Parade Headquarters. 
15. Walkers- To keep up with the 

pace of the parade, be sure to 
bring strollers or wagons for 
smaller children. The parade is 
one mile. 

16. Water- Please bring water bottles 
(especially for young children).   
However, water guns, super-
soakers and water balloons are 
prohibited. 

17. Staging- All line-up will be in St. 
Michael’s church parking lot.  
Only floats will be allowed in this 
lot.  Drop off and parking 
available elsewhere.—see map.
